Stormwater Quality Management 

ÅCurrent Regs 

ï2ò Rainfall event (~6 month freq.) 

ïPreferential hierarchy of BMPs 

ï80% reduction in TSS 

ÅProposed Regs - Resource Protection (RPv) 

ïAnnualized runoff for all storms up to the  1-YR 

Storm event (~2.7ò rainfall) 

ïRunoff reduction performance standard
